EVANGELISM SEMINAR

TOPIC: MAKING OF CHRISTIAN DISCIPLESHIP 
TEXT: Matthew 28: 19-20

I. Introduction: Evangelism is a combination of Witnessing and Discipleship. This is so because the goal of soul winning is to make the converts the disciples of Jesus Christ. Your evangelistic efforts may not be complete until your converts are made the disciple of Jesus Christ. Therefore, our study today shall focus on Christian Discipleship. 
II. What is Christian Discipleship?:  It is our response to the call of Jesus Christ to follow Him. It involves a counting of the cost and a total commitment to Jesus Christ, so that the whole of our life is given to seeking first God’s kingdom and His righteousness (Luke 11:1; 14:26ff; Matt.4:19; Mk 1:17; 2:14; 10:21). 

III. The cost and Conditions of Discipleship (Luke 14:25-33).
1. No one should be allowed to embark upon discipleship without first appreciating the cost (Matt.19:21; Lk. 18:22).
2. The cost may involve the abandonment of every idol that would take the place of Christ in one’s life (Matt.19:21; Mark 10:21; Luke 18:22).
3. Discipleship begins with a renunciation.
4. Discipleship involves a sincere acknowledgement of the Lordship of Christ (Matt.7:21-23; Lk. 6:46; 13:26-27).
5. It is a life total devotion to Christ-the relationship we have to Him supersedes every other relationship (Matt.12:49-50; Mk. 3:34-35; Lk.8:21).
6. It involves the acceptance of the principle of dying to self (John 12:23-26; Matt. 10:39; 16:25; Mk.8:35; Lk.9: 24; 17:33).
7. Discipleship also involves the discipline of instruction (Matt. 10:24,25; Lk.6:40).
IV. The Proof of Discipleship

1. Obedience (Matt.7:21, 24-27; 12:50; Mk.3:35; Lk. 6:46-49; 8:21; 11:28).
2. Fruitfulness (John 15:5, 8; Matt.13:8,23 Mark 4:8, 20; Luke 8:8, 15).
3. Love (John 13:34f; Matt.22: 36-39; Mk. 12:28, 31; Luke 10:27).
4. Awareness of privilege (John15:16).
5. Humility (Mark 9:35; Matt.11:28; Phil. 2:5-11; Lk. 22:26; 14:11).
6. Faithfulness (Matt.24:13; 25:14-30; Luke 19:12-27).
V. Concluding Challenge: Are you really a disciple or a discipler? Or a common believer? Resolve now to be a disciple. Consider the followings:
1. Join a discipleship class now.
2. If you have been discipled, decide to look for someone to disciple. Set a goal for yourself how many souls will you disciple before the end of this year.
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
