EVANGELISM SEMINAR

TOPIC: EVANGELISM- THE MAJOR TASK OF THE CHURCH

 TEXT: Matthew 28:16-20

1. INTRODCTION: the history of early church as contained in the Acts of Apostles gives two types evangelism- Mass Evangelism and PERSONAL Evangelism (Acts 2:14, 41). Paul taught from publicly, and from house to house (Acts 20:20). We can say that Personal Evangelism was the very foundation of the early church. The aim and objective of our study today shall be to see the impact of personal evangelism and mobilize the member to forthwith engage in the personal evangelism.
2. What is Personal Evangelism? Personal evangelism consists of personal prayers and efforts to bring and lead a sinner to know and accept Jesus Christ as his own Saviour and follow Him faithfully as Lord (John 10:11; Rom.5:5; 1 Cor. 15:3; 11 Cor. 5:15; Rev. 5:9).
3. Every Christian a Witness. In the divine arrangement, every believer is expected to be a soul-winner (Mark 1:17; 16:15; John 20:21; Acts 1:8; 8:1-4). The early church grew tremendously as a result of house to house witnessing (Acts 5:42; 17:6).
4. Advantages of Personal Evangelism

i. Every Christ can do personal evangelism.
ii. It can be done anywhere.
iii. It can be done any time.
iv. Everybody can be reached through personal evangelism.
v. It is easier to know and attend to the need of sinner being spoken to
Therefore, the Great Commission is binding on all and every born again Christian (1 Cor.9:16; II Tim.4:1-2).

5. Personal Preparation for Soul winning Evangelism

Personal preparations or qualification for would be soul winners are the simple requirements for living the normal Christian life. Anyone who live below the following standards is living a subnormal Christian life.

5.1. Assurance of Personal Salvation – (Isaiah 52:11; 2 Tim.2:6, 19-22).
5.2. Surrendered Life to God – (Rom.12:1-2).
5.3. Conviction that Men without Christ are lost – (Rev. 20:15; 21:27). He   
      must also have an unshakable conviction about the divine inspiration of   

      the Bible –(Psa. 68:11; I pet. 1:21; II Tim. 3:16).
5.4. Earnest Christlike Compassion for the Lost –(Matt. 10:6; 15:24; 18:11; Lk.19:10).
5.5. His time, talents, strength and money should be used for the spread of the gospel – (Acts 20:24; 21:13; 1 Cor.8:14; 9:23; 10:33; 2 Cor. 12:13; Phil 3:8; 2 Tim. 2:10).
