TOPIC: JOCHEBED: AN UNCOMMON WOMAN.

               TEXT: Exodus 2: 1-4; 6: 20; Num. 26:59

Introduction: Our studies on Bible character this week will take us to a very important woman who played a very significant role in the Bible. The name of this uncommon woman is Jochebed. She was uncommon among the womanhood because she purposed to be a woman who refused to be downtrodden and accept defeat but who courageously trusted God. Let us explore this rare gem.
Who is Jochebed?

1. She was a niece to Amram, her husband. Both of them are Levites (Ex.2:1-2).
2. She was the biological mother ofMoses – a deliverer of the Israelites who had a close personal relationship with God, and who was supreme among all the heroes of Hebrews.
3. Her other two children, Aaron and Miriam were equally used of God.
Jochebed’s Unequal Characters (Titus 2: 3-7)

1. Jochebed was a woman of substance, a heroin in the midst of great oppression because of the following:
a. She hid her handsome son for complete 3 months even when it was very risky to do so.
b. She was very observant to see something unique in the baby. She saw a greater destiny, and so decided that the baby would not die.
c. She was sensitive to leading of the Spirit.
2. Jochebed was a woman of faith. Having confidence in the ability of God to keep the child.
3. She had a very strong love for her son. She was ready to give her life for her son John 3:16.
4. She was industrious and intelligent.
a. She used an ordinary basket to achieve the extra-ordinary of saving Moses.
b. She was intelligent enough to have coated the papyrus basket with tar (Act.7:20; Heb. 11:23).
5. Jochebed was a courageous woman.
6. She keeps secret. She was able to control her tongue while nursing the baby. The child never knew his real mother until later in life i.e. at the appointed time.
Practical Application

1. Mothers  must love their children dearly no matter what.
2.   Mothers must learn to be sensitive to the Spirit, and obey God’s direction for the security of their children’s destiny.
3. Mothers  who wish their children well must not blow their child’s trumpet when it is not time.
4. As Christians, believe God to see you through every turbulent storms of life.
