(James 5:3) "You have hoarded wealth in the last days... the cries of the harvesters have reached the ears of the Lord Almighty. You have lived on earth in luxury and self-indulgence."
3. GBIN SINU ISE IJOBA KRISTI/ INVEST IN CHRIST’S KINGDOM. Command those who are rich in this present world not to be arrogant nor to put their hope in wealth, which is so uncertain but to put their hope in God, who richly provides us with everything for our enjoyment. Command them to do good, to be rich in good deeds and to be generous and willing to share. In this way they will lay up treasure for themselves as a firm foundation for the coming age. (I Tim. 6:17-19)
4.  YAGO FUN IWA IGBERAGA/AVOID PRIDEFUL ATTITUDES. "You say I am rich, I have acquired wealth and do not need a thing. but you do not realize that you are wretched, pitiful, poor, blind and naked. I counsel you to buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become rich.’ (Rev. 3:17,18)

7. GBIN REPETE KI O SI MA RETI ERE REPETE/ INVEST BOUNTIFULLY AND EXPECT TO REAP BOUNTIFULLY. (2 Cor. 9:6-11)
8. YAGO FUN KIKO ORO JO LAYE YI, O LEWU PUPO/ AVOID STORING UP TREASURES ON EARTH AS IT IS SELF-DESTRUCTIVE. (Matt 6:19-21)
9. NI IBERU OLORUN/ FEAR GOD. (Mal. 3:8-12)
