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Day One, Wednesday – 6th November, 2008
On the early morning of Wednesday, the team gathered together with the full strength and unanimous unity to reach out to the Fulani peoples group in Billiri as they left Kaduna around 8.30am to the land full of harvest of souls. We had a breakfast along the rip to calm all tension. Getting to Gombe State, we had to stop over at First Baptist church, Gombe where Rev. & Mrs. Ajani is pastoring where whirlwind almost collapsed the church. We later journey straight to Billiri village and landed safe and sound around 4.45pm.  Pastor Dr. & Pastor Mrs. Adewumi and family welcomed us to the land and the task ahead.

Day Two, Thursday – 6th November, 2008
After indoor personal devotion and hygiene, we moved round the compound to familiarize with the environment. The Missionary is veterinary doctor who ministers to both Fulani people and their animals. He also has cows, goats and herds of sheep. Around 10.00am after breakfast, we had first family meeting where all programme schedules were highlighted and introduction of individuals in the teams was done. The missionary introduced himself and his family and we had time to question him and know what he passed through during his 11years of service among the Fulani people group. He faced a lot of difficulties from the natural hazard like thunderstorm, flooding and uninvited snakes in the house due to the hilly environment. He remarked on how God proves faithful to them when all hope of money, clothe, food is aborted. He is a real friend to the Fulani and he was able to win just a soul for the first nine years among the Fulani until now tat God opened doors for the gospel. His wife also contributed to the mission as she went for ACE (Accelerated Christian Education) for two weeks and she was able to train her children without entering the four walls of public school, due to the lack of efficacy in the school standard in the village. Truly, she had success in such steps as the children live to be the true witness of the course. After the discussion, we took our lunch and left for the Fulani camp at Kulakata village for Bibles study. The camp is divided into two as the tradition of Fulani to separate female from female. Pastor Adamu, the co-missionary, led the bibles study in Fulfulde language which lasted for 10minures. Pastor Mrs. Adewumi also led the women side. The fellowship was on the tent made from papyrus and bamboo sticks, no offering, but sharing of God’s word and prayer. After that, we left to Kaltungo town to greet and seek assistances of the Chief Medical; Director of General Hospital, Kaltungo as he voluntarily offers free health service to any Fulani people referred by the missionary. We came back home around 9.00pm, taking dinner, the rest for the day.
Day Three, Friday – 7 November 2008
We all had morning devotion in each room followed by hygiene’s and breakfast, then gathered together under the tree for meeting. Before the meeting, two men from Ibadan came for research work to start planting of animal feeds that will discourage migration of Fulani which will aid the gospel work as the Fulani man stay around his home. During our meeting, he had nice time to break scripture together in the book of 2 kings 5:1-5 on the unnamed missionary girl that affected the life of a general. We all contributed and prayed. After the lunch, we put all gadgets together to go into the bush for night ministration in Kulakata village. We arrived safely and royal greeting was offered to their Service that supported the gospel among his people. We offload all gadget and erected tents and screen for the film show. As we played Jesus film in Fulfulde language, they began to troop out from their houses in the forest to watch the film. Rev. Adamu Usman, a Fulani convert that followed us preached and Rev banjo charge the people, but no altar call was made due to the fear of being tortured or killed. We finished around 11.00pm, as we slept under the cold tent. 
Day four, Saturday – 8th November 2008

All from the cold bush woke up to bless God in group devotion and we were charged from Luke 10:25 to be a good neighbour to each other. We had an instruction on the strategy to reach the Fulani through the health service. We would diagnose their physical and spiritual health together. Everyone was given task to do as we had three tents for consultancy with one corp. member doctor, Bro. Chris and two nurses; Mrs. G. Adewumi and Miss Omolade and one tent for dispensary of drugs where another corp. member Bro. Ayo headed and Sister Blessing, Missionary children, Baba Olabode and Bro Julius assisted. In each tent, we had Rev. Banjo Ajao, Rev. Abayowa and Pastor Adamu assisted by Mrs Otunla ministering to the patients the word of salvation. We attended to 187 people and 22 people gave their lives to Jesus Christ with true and secret confession. All names were given to missionary for proper follow up. Drugs were given together with some consolation or complementary gifts like sachet milk and slippers for children, salt for women and slippers and Fulfulde sermon on tape to men. The missionary was on patrol to guard the camp against any spy that might unveil those convert secret confession of Christ. We identify those that accept Christ as the doctor and nurses asterisked the card to distinguish from others. We closed around 6.00pm as we gave all glory to Go and committing their lives into His hand. We unscrewed gadget and left for our base, the missionary house.
Day Five, Sunday - 9 November 2008

After breakfast, we were earlier told that we shall have three services in three different locations. We went to Kaltungo town to worship at Amazing Grace Baptist church. We joined the service and the team was introduced by rev banjo Ajao. After greetings, Rev. Abayowa preached as guest speaker on the topic, “the man you need”. The attendance was 45 and the church structure is yet to be roofed though it was unanimously done by self effort of the church member and their student pastor that needs support to complete his theological studies. We left around 110.00am for second service at the missionary home under a tree at Sabo-Pegi Billiri village. It was children church being assisted by the youth corp. member that was not allowed to worship due to the fact that First Baptist church, Billiri failed to start English service but only Hausa church. The children led the service as Mrs. Adewumi assisted and hymn was played on keyboard by the missionary. We were fed from God’s word through rev Banjo Ajao in John 10:10. After the service, we were divided into three groups: children, younger teen and older teens to study children story, baptismal class course and follows the Master course. After the classes, we had the grace and dispersed again for three third services in Kulakata village, Fulani camp. It was 2.20pm when we had the service jointly with the women. Sister Blessing the praise session in Hausa language after which Rev Banjo Ajao encouraged them in the Lord as Pastor Mrs. Adewumi did the interpretation. We shared the gifts of salt and shatter milk with tem and some came for medical service after the service. We left to our base around 4.00pm.
