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TOPIC:  THE MINISTRY OF ANGELS

TEXT: Hebrews 1:14; Psalms 104:4

INTRODUCTION: One important subject that has little attention today is teaching on the Angels. The reasons for this may not be far fetch. Men consider it almost valueless. However, we should not underestimate the ministry of angels, particularly that of guardian angels. Therefore, we shall take the pain to study this subject and understand the ministry of angels.
I. The Existence of Angels/o daju wipe awon angeli wa
1. The word “angel” first occurs in Gen.16:7, where the angel of the Lord ministered to Hagar after Sarah had mistreated her.

2. The angels were created by God but the time of creation is not revealed (Col. 1:16).

3. Angels came to minister to Jesus at the great temptation (Matt. 4:11).

4. There are guardian angels (Matt. 18:10).

5. Jesus believed in angels and so did Paul (Col.2:18; II Thess.1: 7).

II. The Nature of Angels/Irinisi(Abuda) awon angeli
1. Angels are spirit beings/Ohun emi ni awon angeli (Heb. 1:14; Ps. 104:4).
2. As spirits, angels are not bound by natural human laws; angels can enter locked prisons (Acts 12:7); open prison door –Acts 5:19; ascend in a flame – Judges 13:19, 20.

3. Angels are able to travel great distances very quickly (heaven to earth, which may be many light years apart) cf. angel apologized for being 21 days late.
4. Angels are wiser than men/Awon angeli gbon ju eniyan lo (II Sam. 14:20).

5. Angels are strong/alagbara ati akinkanju ni awon angeli (Psa. 103:20).

a. One angel killed 185,000 Assyrian soldiers in one night (II Kings 19:35).

b. One angel slew 70, 000 Israelites following David’s sin in II Sam. 24:15, 16.
c. One angel thwarted the power of Rome, broke the seal and rolled away the stone from the tomb (Matt.28:2, 4).

d. One angel will one day bind the devil and imprison him for a thousand year (Rev. 21:1, 2).

6. There are various ranks and orders of angels:/Onipojipo ni Awon angeli
· Michael is called an arch angel (Jude 9)

· The Bible speaks of archangels, angels, principalities, powers, dominions and thrones – Col. 1:16; Dan.10 12-21; 1 Thess.4:16; I Pet. 3:22).

7. Angels are immortal-without material bodies, knowing nothing of decay and death; if Jesus has come like an angel he could not have died / Awon angeli kiiku(Lk.20:35, 36).

8. Angels are sexless and unmarriageable/Won kii se Okunrin tabi Obirin (Matt.22:30; Lk.20:35, 36).
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
