TOPIC: MOSES: A MAN WITH DESTINY [PART 2].

TEXT: Exodus 2: 3-11; Heb. 11:24-27
INTRODUCTION: Do you know that the plan and purpose of God for once life will always come to pass? Let us explore together as we study the man-Moses. 

A. MOSES EARLY LIFE.

5. The Baby was identified as Hebrews’ child/ A da omo naa mo
6. She resolved to save this child by adopting him./Omoba ‘birin pinnu lati so o domo–Exod.2:7
7. Who is this pharaoh’s daughter?/ Iru eniyan wo ni omobabirin yii?-[A heir apparent, but for her sex; childless? Discuss!]
8. Through the intervention of the watching sister, he was given to his own mother to be nursed/Nipase egbon re ti o n wo isele yii, a pe iya Mose wa Exo_2:7-9.
9. The guardian nursed him and brought him back/Alagbato naa se itoju re, o si mu un pada wa.[ Who is this guardian? And what do you think she taught Moses? Discuss!]
